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About this Guide

This guide describes how to install Advanced Printing Software on systems
running the Tru64 UNIX operating system.

Audience

This guide is intended for system administrators or anyone else that is
responsible for installing the Advanced Printing Software on systems
running the Tru64 UNIX operating system. This book assumes that the
person installing this software has knowledge of operating system concepts
and commands as well as an understanding of the hardware and software
configuration of their systems.

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Preparing for the Installation

Before starting the installation procedures in Chapter 2, review the release
notes available on the CD-ROM and the installation requirements outlined
in this chapter.

1.1 Release Notes

Release notes for the Advanced Printing Software product are included with
the documentation kit that accompanies the software. Compagq strongly
recommends that you read the release notes before using this product. The
release notes identify known problems and restrictions in this release, and
provide information on errors in the documentation.

1.2 Installation Overview
There are two methods of installing Advanced Printing Software and its
reference pages:
= Locally, from a CD-ROM that is mounted on your system.

< Remotely, from a Remote Installation Service (RIS) server. A RIS server
can be any processor running ULTRIX or the Tru64 UNIX operating
system.

If you expect to install the software from a RIS server, you need to know the
name of the server and who maintains the RIS areas on the server. Before
you begin a RIS installation, confirm the following:

< The Advanced Printing Software kit is available for remote installation.

= Your system is registered as a RIS client.

See the Guide to Sharing Software on a Local Area Network for more
information about setting up a RIS server, adding clients, and providing
software kits for remote installation.

1.3 Installation Requirements

Allow approximately 10 minutes to complete this installation procedure.
Network activity during a remote installation can increase the installation
procedure time. The following sections describe requirements for installing
Advanced Printing Software.
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1.3.1 Hardware Requirements

To perform the installation you need the following hardware:
= Software distribution device

You need a distribution device that corresponds with the software
distribution media. For example, if you have a CD-ROM software Kit,
you need an RRD42 or RRDA43 optical disc drive. You must know how
to load the media supplied with the software distribution kit on the
appropriate drive. The documentation for the disc drive you are using
explains how to load media.

e Terminal

You can use either a hardcopy or video terminal to communicate with the
operating system and respond to prompts from the installation procedure
for Advanced Printing Software.

1.3.2 System Memory Requirements

Advanced Printing Software can be run on any Alpha-based system that
meets the following memory requirements:

= 64 MB of memory for server systems. This includes command line and
graphical user interfaces.

= 32 MB of memory for client systems supporting only the command line
interface.

= 64 MB of memory for client systems supporting both the command line
interface and the graphical user interface.

1.3.3 Back Up Your System Disk

Always back up your system before installing any software. Use the backup
procedures established at your site. For details on performing a system
backup, refer to your Tru64 UNIX documentation.

1.3.4 Login Privilege

You must be able to log in as the root user on the system where you are
installing the Advanced Printing Software.

1.3.5 Software Requirements

The Advanced Printing Software is supported on any Alpha-based processor
running Compaq Tru64 UNIX Version 4.0F or later.

In most cases you can view the /etc/motd file to determine what version of
the operating system you are running. If this file has been edited and does
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not contain the operating system version, you can verify the version you are
running by executing the following command:

# /usr/sbin/sizer -v

If you have previously installed Advanced Printing Software Version 1.0

or Version 1.01, you must begin the installation by deinstalling the older
version. The deinstallation process preserves your configuration. When you
install Version 1.1, your configuration (servers, printers, and so on) will

be in a usable state.

1.3.6 Advanced Printing Software Subsets

The Advanced Printing Software is packaged in the following subsets:

< Advanced Printing Software BASE and Client Commands
(APXBASE110)

= Advanced Printing Software Spooler and Supervisor (APXSVR110)

= Advanced Printing Software Ipr/lpd Gateways (APXGW110)

= Advanced Printing Software Graphical User Interface (APXGUI110)
= Advanced Printing Software Administrator Utilities (APXADMIN110)

1.3.7 Disk Space Requirements

The following table lists the disk space requirements for loading and running
the software subsets on a Tru64 UNIX system.

Subset / (root) Jusr
APXBASE110 OK 3.75MB
APXSVR110 OK 1.2MB
APXGW110 OK .5MB
APXGUI110 OK 6.8MB
APXADMIN110 OK 2.1MB

Refer to the disk space requirements table and total the values for each
directory, then compare the space required for subsets with the free space
currently on the disks where the Advanced Printing Software files will
reside.

To determine the current amount of free space for a directory path, log in
to the system where you will be installing the Advanced Printing Software
software and enter the df command as follows:
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% df -k /usr

This command produces output similar to the following:

Filesystem kbytes used avail capacity Mounted on
/dev/rz0g 396703 328807 28225 92% /usr

In this case the output indicates that there are 28225 kilobytes of free space
on the file /usr system.

1.4 Installing GUI Subset from Unowned X Window Display

If you install or deinstall the APXGUI subset from a terminal or window that
is not owned by the X session owner, the installation process installs files
correctly, but it cannot integrate the GUI tools into the CDE environment.
This occurs, for example, if you use the "su" command to become the root
user from a terminal window belonging to a non-root user. The install (or
uninstall) process displays the following messages:

X1lib: connection to ":0.0" refused by server

X1lib: Client is not authorized to connect to Server
/usr/bin/X11/xprop: unable to open display ’:0.0’

usage: /usr/bin/X11/xprop [-options ...] [[format [dformat]] atom]

where options include:

-grammar print out full grammar for command line
-display host:dpy the X server to contact
-id id resource id of window to examine
-name name name of window to examine
-font name name of font to examine
-remove propname name of property to remove
-root examine the root window
-len n display at most n bytes of any property
-notype do not display the type field
-fs filename where to look for formats for properties
-frame don’t ignore window manager frames
-f propname format [dformat] formats to use for property of given name
-spy examine window properties forever

This procedure was not able to refresh your current

X session. In order for the Advanced Printing Software

GUIs to run properly, please do one of the following:

1. Log out and back in again to CDE
2. TUsing the Application Manager, issue the
ReloadApps command
3. From a terminal window, while logged in as
the user who owns the current CDE session
(not su-ed to another user), issue the command
/usr/dt/bin/dtaction ReloadApps
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Follow one of the steps listed in the message to complete the integration of
the Advanced Printing GUI tools into your CDE environment. To avoid this
situation, log in to a CDE environment as the root user before installing
the APXGUI subset.

1.5 Stopping the Installation

You can stop the installation at any time by pressing Ctrl/C. However, files
installed up to that point are not deleted. You must delete each Advanced
Printing Software file manually. Appendix B lists the files that are installed
during the Advanced Printing Software installation procedure.

1.6 Deleting Subsets

After installing the Advanced Printing Software, you can delete subsets by
using the set1d command with the -d option. For example, to delete the
APXGUI110 subset use the following command:

# setld -d APXGUI11l0

If you stop this procedure before it is completed, you will have to manually
delete all of the files that have been installed. Appendix B lists the files that
are installed during the Advanced Printing Software installation procedure.

1.6.1 Removing Spool Directories

When you remove the Advanced Printing Software from your system
(by using set1ld -d), the directory /var/spool/pd and any files and
subdirectories contained within it are not deleted.

The spool directories are left in place to prevent the loss of any job data
that had not yet been printed at the time the kit was removed. This is
particularly necessary during an upgrade, where the system administrator
must remove the current kit, then install a new Kkit.

If, however, the print system is being removed from the system permanently
(for example, printing is being transferred to a different host), then these
directories are no longer needed. The system administrator should ensure
that no important print job data remains in the directories, at which time
the /var/spool/pd directories can be safely removed.

Software Installation

This chapter provides a step-by-step description of the installation procedure.
Before you start the installation procedure, be sure to read Chapter 1.

2.1 Starting the Installation Procedure

If you are installing the Advanced Printing Software from CD-ROM, start
with .

If you are installing the New Hardware Support software from a RIS server,
start with .

2.1.1 Using the Associated Products CD-ROM

If you are installing the software from the Associated Products CD-ROM
Volume 2, start the installation procedure as follows:

1.

Mount the media on the appropriate disc drive. See the documentation
that came with your media for instructions on mounting CD-ROM
media.

Log in as the root user on the system where you plan to install the
software.

Enter the following command to ensure that you are at the root (/)
directory:

# cd /

Specify the /mnt directory to be the mount point for the distribution
file system:

# mount -r -t cdfs /dev/rzlc /mnt (Version 4.0x)
# mount -r /dev/disk/cdromOc /mnt (Version 5.0x)

Enter the set1d command with the -1 (load) option and specify the
directory in the mounted file system where the subsets are located. For
a Tru64 UNIX system, the directory location for Advanced Printing
Software subsets is /mnt /Advanced Printing/kit. For example,
enter:

# setld -1 /mnt/Advanced Printing/kit

See and to continue the installation.
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2.1.2 Using Remote Installation Services (RIS)

If you are installing Advanced Printing Software from a RIS server, start
the installation procedure as follows:

1.

Log in as the root user on the system where you plan to install the
software.

Enter the following command to ensure that you are at the root (/)
directory:

# cd /

Enter the set1d command with the -1 (load) function and specify the
system where the subsets are located. For example, if you are loading
Advanced Printing Software subsets from a RIS distribution area on
node bigsys, enter the following command:

# setld -1 bigsys:

See and to continue the installation.

2.2 Installing Advanced Printing Software Server Software

The Advanced Printing Software server software consists of the following
subsets:

APXBASE110 — command line interface only. This subset is a required
subset, the software will not function if it is not installed.

APXADMIN110 — command line interface system administraton utilities
and components for creating and displaying object databases. This
subset is installed if you want to use the command line interface to
manage the Advanced Printing Software environment.

APXGUI110 — pdprint, pdprintadmin, and pdprintinfo utilities
that allow you to print and perform management functions using a
graphical user interface

APXSVR110 - spooler and supervisor programs that need to be installed
on the server systems.

APXGW?110 - inbound and outbound gateways that allow users of legacy
print applications (1p and 1pr systems) to submit print requests to
Advanced Printing Software output devices.

For server systems, the minimum system installation requires only the
APXBASE110, APXSVR110, and APXADMIN110 subsets. The GUI subset
is optional. The following example demonstrates how to install all of the
server subsets.
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After you enter the set1d command, the installation procedure displays the
names of the Advanced Printing Software subsets and directs you to select
the subsets you want installed:

# setld -1 /mnt/Advanced Printing/kit

The subsets listed below are optional:

You can specify a range of numbers by entering the starting
and ending numbers with a hyphen between them.

In the next step, the set1d script asks you to verify your choice of subsets to
install:

Advanced Printing Software BASE and Client Commands
Advanced Printing Software Graphical User Interface
Advanced Printing Software Spooler and Supervisor
Advanced Printing Software Ipr/lpd Gateways

If the displayed subsets are not the ones you want to load, enter n; the subset
selection menu will be redisplayed. When the displayed subsets are the ones
you want loaded, enter y. There is no further user interaction required to
complete this installation procedure.

The Advanced Printing Software System Administration and Operation
Guide describes how to configure servers, printers, and gateways.
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2.3 Installing Advanced Printing Software Client Software
The Advanced Printing Software client software allows end users to print
and monitor jobs. It consists of the following subsets:
= APXBASE110 — command line interface utilities.

e APXGUI110 — pdprint, pdprintadmin, and pdprintinfo utilities
that allow users to print jobs and monitor print jobs and devices.

For client systems, the minimum system installation requires only the
APXBASE110 subset. The APXGUI110 subset is optional. The following
installation demonstrates how to install both of these client subsets.

After you enter the set1d command, the installation procedure displays the
names of the Advanced Printing Software subsets and directs you to select
the subsets you want installed:

# setld -1 /mnt/Advanced Printing/kit

The subsets listed below are optional:
There may be more optional subsets than can be presented on a single
screen. If this is the case, you can choose subsets screen by screen
or all at once on the last screen. All of the choices you make will
be collected for your confirmation before any subsets are installed.
1) Advanced Printing Software Administrator Utilities

2.4 Installing Advanced Printing Software in a Dataless
Environment
For the Advanced Printing System GUI clients to function properly in a
dataless environment, the system administrator must issue the following

command on each dataless client system for which the GUI clients are
installed:

#dtappintegrate -s /usr/pd

If any Advanced Printing Software servers (supervisors or spoolers) are
run on the client system, the administrator must also issue the following
command:

#/sbin/init.d/apx start

2.5 Removing Advanced Printing Software Subsets in a
Dataless Environment

It is important that the following steps be performed on the dataless client
system prior to removing the Advanced Printing Software subsets from
the dataless server system:

1. Unintegrate the Advanced Printing Software GUIs from CDE using the
following command:

#dtappintegrate -s /usr/pd -u

2. Ensure that Advanced Printing Software servers are stopped using the
following command:

#/sbin/init.d/apx stop
